This trip is devoted primarily to setting 

up the medical clinic, and Dr. Katie 

Buck, our Medical Consultant, is mak-

ing plans now to purchase the appro-

priate medication and supplies for this 

project.  Susan Buchanan, an experi-

enced nurse, will be assisting her, and 

Steve Buchanan will help renovate the 

building so the medical supplies can be 

stored safely and securely.  And Dean?  

Well, since he is blind, he is coming to 

oversee the work :) ...and do some 

evangelism and preaching as well. 

While there, we will be consulting 

with our Ethiopian friends and co-

workers.  Melaku Abebe, our Director 

for this country and head of the Cross-

Way Ethiopia Board of Directors, has 

done a great job overseeing the pur-

chase of this new compound.  In addi-

tion, Bob Nicol, our Engineering Con-

sultant, is planning to join us Novem-

ber 16 to research and possibly drill 

the water well.   

We are excited about this upcoming 

work in Ethiopia, and we invite you to 

come alongside us with any kind of 

help you might be able to give. 

If you would like to invest in this mis-

sion trip, we are estimating a total of 

$14,000 needed to pay for plane tick-

ets, lodging, local transportation, and 

medical/construction supplies.

We real-

ize that America is experiencing tough 

financial times right now, but perhaps 

it will help us remember, ñyou canôt 

take it with you!ò  Thank you for your 

prayerful consideration of this project, 

and may our God richly bless you for 

your prayers and support.
